What are 3 Way Conferences?

A 3 Way Conference is a way of actively involving students in the learning and reporting process. At the
conference the teacher, student and parents sit together to talk about learning with the student taking an
equal role.

By reporting to parents in this way students are given the opportunity to share their growth as a learner. It
encourages students to reflect on their learning and provides an opportunity to develop organisational and
oral communication skills. In addition it promotes open and honest dialogue between the teacher, parent
and students which we hope will increase your understanding of your child’s learning.

What will happen at the 3 Way Conference?
In preparation for the 3 Way Conference students will be thinking about their learning and themselves as
learners. In class they will work with their teacher and think about:

- What a successful year at Stanley Bay will look like for me?
- What steps do | need to take to make this happen?

- What strengths and qualities do | have?

- What are my learning challenges?

- How can my teacher and parents help me with my learning?
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At the meeting, with support of the teacher, your child will talk about their learning and what they are
striving to achieve this year. We encourage you to ask questions and add your thinking to the learning plan.
It is so engaging for students to see us all working together to support their learning!

After the interview your child's teacher will share with you a copy of your child's learning plan for your
reference.

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BOT Resignation

As many of you will be aware, Greg Balla recently tendered his resignation after 4 years on the Board of Trustees,
including a significant period as Chair. As a Board we would like to extend our thanks to Greg for his considerable
contribution to the school, and extraordinary generosity with his time. His knowledge and experience will be
missed. We wish Greg and his family well as they move on to the next schooling stage.

BOT Casual Vacancy

Due to the resignation of Greg Balla a casual vacancy has arisen on the Board.

The process for filling a casual vacancy is prescribed by the Education Act - relevantly, the Board can resolve to fill
the vacancy either by selecting a replacement candidate, or by proceeding with a by-election. Where the Board
resolves to fill the vacancy by selection, this must be advertised and the School Community is given the opportunity
to mandate a by-election.

In our last Board meeting on 13 February the Board resolved to fill the vacancy by selection. This resolution was
passed following discussion in a previous Board meeting regarding the relative merits of each process, the need for
succession planning ahead of next year's election, and the fact that proceeding by selection allows us to select a
member who will complement the skills and experience of those already on the Board. In particular, we consider
that a member with particular expertise in marketing and/or communications would fill a gap on the Board and is
relevant to Stanley Bay School in terms of positioning itself in the wider Devonport community.

The vacancy has been advertised in 22 February edition of the Flagstaff, together with details on how to request a
by-election (the deadline being 22 March). In parallel, the Board would be interested to hear from anyone who is
interested in selection or, in the event of a by-election, in standing for the Board. Sitting on the Board is an invalua-
ble experience and an opportunity to participate in the future strategic direction of Stanley Bay School. We would
therefore encourage anyone who feels that they have relevant experience to get in touch. Existing members of the
Board are available to discuss the role of the Board, and their experience sitting on the Board, with you. Infor-
mation on the role of the Board can also be found at www.nzsta.org.nz and www.education.govt.nz.
